Half-Day Programs

Learn about Ancient Egypt by role-playing 
archaeologists. 
Excavate and examine Egyptian artifacts 
and build a pyramid! 

Little Victoria lived in Vancouver a long time 
ago. Listen to the story of her lost doll 
through five generations of her family. 

Play with toys from each generation and see 
the evolution of toys overtime while 
considering different technologies, 
materials, and environmental impact. 
Role-play archaeologists and discover toys 
like Victoria’s.

Examine traditional belongings that tell us 
how Indigenous peoples met the basic 
needs of food, clothing, and shelter.

Discover Chinese 
immigrants’ stories from MOV’s A Seat at 
the Table exhibition. Reflect on the diversity 
of their experience in BC, the challenges 
they faced, their resilience, and their 
pursuit of justice.

Learn about past and present immigration 
policies while discovering the history of 
Vancouver through the decades: 1900 - 
1970s.

through a scavenger hunt activity and 
examine real suitcases from 4 immigrants’ 
personal journeys. This program focuses 
on who immigrates and why, the quality of 
life for new immigrants, and immigrants’ 
contributions to Vancouver.

Work in 
teams to do a simulated field dig and 
analyze artifacts to formulate and test your 
hypothesis. Learn about several prominent 
Northwest Coast archaeological sites. Using 
traditional First Nations belongings, examine 
the role and limitations of archeology when 
studying First Nations cultures and ways of 
knowing by completing a puzzle activity.
